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Music Performance, Instrumental Track, B.A.

The Music performance track is designed for students who wish to pursue careers as performers, private studio teachers or composers; and
for students planning to go to graduate school in related areas. Music Performance majors are required to take a rigorous core of music
theory, history, techniques/pedagogy and applied lessons on their primary instrument or voice. Students are required to be in a large
ensemble performing on their major instrument/voice every semester (except for piano). Entrance into the music performance track is
determined by audition with the music department.
